" The Community Health Data Base (CHDB) provides
population-based data to health and human services
organizations, government agencies, and academic
institutions interested in gaining a better understanding
of the communities they serve and how to best meet
their needs.

= The CHDB collects primary data through its biennial
Southeastern Pennsylvania Household Health Survey
and provides access to secondary data sets such as the
U.S. Census and Pennsylvania vital statistics.

= Conducted 11 times since 1983, most recently in Summer 2008

= Fielded every 2 years since 1994 in Bucks, Chester, Delaware,
Montgomery, and Philadelphia Counties

= Random digit dial telephone survey

= [n 5-county area, over 10,000 households interviewed

= Total sample size: about 13,000 adults and children

= Oversample of persons 60+ and 75+

= [nterviews in English & Spanish; foreign-language proxy
